Boise State University-based Ahsahta Press has announced that James Meetze is the winner
of its ninth annual Sawtooth Poetry Prize competition. Meetze, who hails from San Diego,
Calif., will receive $1,500 in addition to Ahsahta’s publication of his manuscript “Dayglo” in
January 2011.

Summer Reading Program, Make a Splash—READ!

Read for Fun & Prizes @ your library! June 1? July 31. Readers of all ages can earn prizes this summer just by
reading for fun, by joining their local library’s Summer Reading program. The programs are a long-standing
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library tradition, designed to keep children reading over the summer so that they don't lose ground between
semesters.

Boise Public Library offers separate programs for kids, teens and adults, open to Boise City residents with a
public library card. The programs start on June 1and runs through July 31. Children up to and including 12 years
old can register at any Boise Public Library location, including the Bookmobile. Teens (12-17 years) and adults
can join the program online or in person as they complete reading goals. Audio books, reading aloud and being
read to count, too!

Kids: Children up to 12 years old read 20 minutes a day for ten days to complete a reading goal and earn prizes.
Those who finish all three Summer Reading goals end up with a book, food coupons and free passes—one
each from the Snake River Stampede Rodeo, the Boise Hawks, Idaho IceWorld and the Discovery Center of
Idaho. They’re also entered in a drawing for $30 gift certificates to local businesses.

Teens: Kids 12-17 years read for three hours to complete a reading goal and earn prizes. Each level completed
(up to three levels) also qualifies them to enter a prize drawing for gift certificates to local businesses.
Additional entries can be earned by completing up to seven optional bonus challenges, such as downloading
and listening to an audio book or designing a new cover for a favorite title.

Adults: Adults 18 years and over can complete an entry form for every two books they read, qualifying for a
weekly prize drawing sponsored by the Flicks, Flying Pie Pizzaria, Opera Idaho and the Friends of the Boise
Public Library. The 2010 Big Read selection, To Kill a Mockingbird, counts as two books.
