William Kamkwamba, author and subject of the inspirational story “The Boy Who Harnessed
the Wind,” will visit Boise State University on Aug. 26 as part of the Campus Read program.

In 2001, a famine crippled Kamkwamba’s home country, the Malawi Republic of Africa,
taking his family to the brink of starvation and forcing him to drop out of school.

His story, “The Boy Who Harnessed the Wind,” was released in September 2009 and quickly
landed on The New York Times Bestseller list, as well as top 10 for 2009 lists from Amazon
and Publisher’s Weekly. Kamkwamba has become an inspiration around the world. He has
been profiled in The Wall Street Journal and his inventions displayed at Chicago’s Museum of
Science and Industry. He’s often invited to tell his story, and in 2008 he delivered an address
at the World Economic Forum on Africa.
