Boise State University-based Ahsahta Press has announced that James Meetze is the winner 
of its ninth annual Sawtooth Poetry Prize competition. Meetze, who hails from San Diego, 
Calif., will receive $1,500 in addition to Ahsahta’s publication of his manuscript “Dayglo” in 
January 2011.  
 
The press received manuscripts from four foreign countries as well as all 50 states and the 
District of Columbia.
